Quizzes will be given to test knowledge in a specific area.  Quizzes will be given with or without prior notice.
Projects/Papers
Students will be assigned various projects and/or papers to better understand a specific course philosophy or topic.  Spelling and grammar are extremely important. 
Attendance
You will be allowed two (2) absences before your final grade is affected. You will only learn effectively by being present, and much of this class will be based on participation and discussion. Quizzes will test material covered in assignments and during class discussions. It will be difficult to get a satisfactory grade in this course if you frequently miss class.  Students will be held responsible for all material and assignments given while they are absent.
